In June 2015, the City launched a new
Anonymous Fraud, Waste, & Abuse
Hotline. The hotline is a confidential
resource to identify potential
instances of fraud, waste, and abuse
within the City government. Interested
parties can file reports via the
Internet at www.reportlineweb.com/
RPV or by calling 855.219.2489.

The hotline portal is also available on
the City’s website.

Developed for the City as part of the
implementation of the 2013 Los
Angeles County Grand Jury Best
Practices recommendations, the
hotline was established to provide
additional transparency and account-
ability for any potential improprieties.

The hotline is administered by a
neutral third party, and is specifically
designed to address concerns
regarding improper use of City
finances, fraud, waste, or personnel
abuse. The hotline should only be
used for these specific purposes.

WATER CONSERVATION UPDATE

William Mulholland,
a legendary figure
in Los Angeles’ long
and fractious water
history, opened the
California Aqueduct
in 1913 with the
famously brief
invocation: “There
itis! Take it!”

A century later, and

after years of m
drought, there is a lot less water
to take and greatly increased
demands. Snow pack levels are at
record lows and reservoir storage is
shrinking every day. Four straight
years of drought have posed

urgent challenges to communities
throughout the State including
drinking water shortages, diminished
water for agricultural production and
degraded habitat for many fish and
wildlife species.

Governor Jerry
Brown issued an
Executive Order

on April 1 that man-
dated conservation
of potable urban
water use for the
first time in the
State’s history. The
overall statewide
mandate reduction
is 25% through
February 28, 2016.

Areas with high per capita water use
have higher reduction requirements
than areas with low use. California
Water Service, the Palos Verdes
service area provider, must reduce
water usage by 36% in order to
comply. Brown'’s Executive Order
also calls for enforcement against
water waste and investment in

new technology.

CITY FINANCES AT A GLANCE

The Fiscal Year 2015-2016 Budget, scheduled to go into effect on July 1,
is balanced and the City maintains strong reserves and no debt. During
2015-16, the City’s storm drain user fee, paid by about 80% of the City’s
property owners, will sunset. The ten-year program has addressed many
of the City’s storm drain deficiencies with reconstruction and pipe-lining
projects. However, many qualified projects remain unfunded. With com-
pletion of the Storm Drain Master Plan Update and the City's General Plan
and Parks Master Plan scheduled to be finalized this fiscal year, additional
projects will be identified and will need to compete for limited financial
resources. The new Infrastructure Management Advisory Committee
(IMAC) will assist the City Council in the coming months on identifying
the City's infrastructure needs and priorities.

As noted in the chart below, a large portion of the City’s expenses are
used to fund infrastructure. The source of monies come from external
grants, other restricted funds and the General Fund (primarily Transient
Occupancy Tax).
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For every dollar of the base property tax paid, the City receives about 6%
as illustrated below. This requires the City to manage a lean budget while
maximizing services to residents with the financial resources available.
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With the launch of the City’'s new website in March 2015, residents now
have the opportunity to access a multitude of financial information in a
user-friendly fashion. This information can be found on the website’s
Finance page and Transparency page. Residents can view and download
financial information including the Citys Annual Budget, Comprehensive
Annual Financial Report (CAFR), Budget in Brief, checks issued, cash
balance reports, business Ilcenses and employee compensation.

The leash law is enforced in all City parks. Off-leash dogs are allowed
only in Rancho Caninos Dog Park at Point Vicente Park/Civic Center.
