1. HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE & ELECTRONICS/COMPUTER 
WASTE ROUNDUP  
 
This annual event will be on Saturday, March 30th from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. at RPV Civic 
Center/City Yard.  Bring your unwanted or obsolete electronics (computer, printer, 
copier, microwave, DVD/VCR player) and your household hazardous waste (oil and 
water based paint, household and car batteries, fluorescent light bulbs, expired 
medicine, automotive fluids, herbicides, and pesticides).  Place your used 
sharps/needles in a secure container.  Open to LA County Residents.  There will be a 
special event day traffic control on Hawthorne Blvd. to and from City Hall.  Please drive 
carefully.

2. RPV/EDCO’s FREE DOCUMENT SHREDDING & E-WASTE ROUNDUP 
EVENT (Plus free Mulch Giveaway) 
 
EDCO and the City of RPV are sponsoring a free document/paper shredding event on 
Saturday, April 27th from 8 a.m. to 11 a.m. at the RPV Civic Center (City Hall) in the Over 
Flow Parking lot located at 30940 Hawthorne Boulevard.   
 
• Certified shredding trucks will shred your material on-site.  No Material Will Be Left 

Shredded.  Limit of 3 storage size boxes per household.  For more information on the

• Electronic waste will be collected at the same time.  
• Free mulch available on a self-serve, self-load, self-haul basis, while supplies last.  Bring 

your gloves, shovel, trash cans, and a tarp if you are transporting the mulch in an open 
truck.  Limit of 3 cans of mulch per household.   

 
There will be a special event day traffic control on Hawthorne Blvd. to and from City Hall.  
Please drive carefully.   
 
If you can’t make this event, don’t worry.  The City holds bi-annual shredding events.  One 
in late April (1-2 weeks after State/Federal income taxes are due), and the other in late 
October/early November.
